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In 2004, the City of Philadelphia Empowerment Zone (EZ) and United Way of Southeastern Pennsylvania (UWSEPA) announced their partnership in a signature project called the Neighborhood Funding Stream (NFS).  Established by the members of the local Community Trust Boards in the American Street, North Central, and West Philadelphia Empowerment Zones, the NFS awards grants annually to organizations that benefit residents of the Empowerment Zones.    

As a legacy of the Philadelphia Empowerment Zone, the mission of the NFS is to support sustainable community and economic development efforts in a culturally and ethnically diverse community. The NFS will contribute to a healthy, self-sufficient and safe environment for community members and residents.

Dear Colleague,

I am writing to let you know that the Neighborhood Funding Stream (NFS) of the American Street Empowerment Zone, a grant-making program administered by the United Way of Southeastern Pennsylvania (UWSEPA), has limited funds available to offer small grants to address management/agency assistance or emergency assistance needs. Projects supported with these funds must be completed between July 1, 2007 and June 30, 2008.
Eligibility

Management/Agency Assistance and Emergency Assistance grants will be made available to non-profit agencies that have 501(c)(3) non-profit status with the Internal Revenue Service and are located in or near the American Street Empowerment Zone (see map and address listing below). Agencies that are not located inside the American Street Empowerment Zone must demonstrate that a majority of the clients they serve live in the American Street Empowerment Zone.    
Agencies must also provide services in at least one of the American Street Empowerment Zone’s priority areas of focus:

Economic Development

•
Community Development

• 
Children and Youth Development

Guidelines

The maximum award that agencies can request is $2,000.  The amount requested must represent no more than 50% of the total project budget. The criteria and process to apply for these funds appear below.

Management/Agency Assistance

Management/Agency Assistance grants are available for strategic organizational capacity building projects.  While all capacity building projects will be considered, priority will be given to projects that focus on the following areas:

Emergency Assistance 

Emergency Assistance grants are available for unexpected, unforeseen, one-time emergency expenses of a non-recurring nature (Examples: a properly maintained boiler suddenly breaks in the middle of winter; an agency experiences a substantial but temporary increase in referrals because another agency has discontinued services).
Applicants for Emergency Assistance funds must be in "good standing" with United Way (i.e. have submitted all required reports, have complied with contracts, etc.), have 501(c)(3) non-profit status with the Internal Revenue Service, and demonstrate financial need. 

  

To apply for an Emergency Assistance grant, a written request (no more than two pages) with the following information must be submitted to UWSEPA:

Please submit written requests in an e-mail to Kate Allen (kallen@uwsepa.org).  Please include all of the information requested in the guidelines above and attach the following documents: project budget, agency budget, board list, audited financial statements, and two bids for the cost of emergency work.  If any of the required documents are not available in electronic format, please mail them to the address below or fax them to (215) 665-2531 to the attention of Kate Allen.
Requests will be considered as they are received until funds are exhausted.  UWSEPA will attempt to provide a response within two weeks of the request. If funds are granted, UWSEPA will send a letter of commitment, and funding will be released after the agency submits invoices for project work.  For emergencies, we expect that the agency will resolve the emergency situation within 30 days of receiving a commitment letter. Grant awards must be spent between July 1, 2007 and June 30, 2008.
